One proposal was that CHP will fully support up to two full open area forums per area year, including sending flyers out to all CHP properties within the area, a minute taker and other members of CHP staff in attendance.
These will be like having the old style open meeting (for those of you who remember them) which each area forum used to have one a year. Those forums that did have open meetings last year gained a larger attendance and it is hoped that by using resources smarter will increase attendance at meetings.

This is not to say that if an area forum wishes to meet at other times they will be able to but will have to be self sufficient. Some may meet more that others, it will be up to the area forum to decide when and where they met. We will ensure we support them by making sure they have a meeting place and times are kept up to date on the website.
