RE: Resident Consultation on the development of a local strategic tenancy policy
As you are aware, the Coalition Government’s consultation paper-: Local decisions: a fairer future for social housing states on page 22 point 2.19 under the heading “A new local housing authority strategic policy on tenancies” that, “[The Government] will also take a power to prescribe by regulation other persons or bodies with which local authorities should consult, such as tenants and local voluntary and community organisations.”

Also, at point 2.21 “Local authorities will need to ensure that the strategic tenancy policy is reviewed from time to time and that it is consistent with their allocation scheme and their homelessness strategy.”

As residents representing the views of the tenants of CHP Housing Association we have produced a response to the consultation paper where we state that, “CRF representatives will look to be at the heart of such consultation with Chelmsford Borough Council and other local authorities when developing a local strategic tenancy policy for the various areas that cover CHP stock.”

We also agree with our landlord CHP when they state in the same response that, “the local strategic tenancy policy “needs to be [completed] before April 2011 to enable registered providers such as CHP to introduce their changes. If speed is not applied to decision making this will create inertia and confusion.”
However, we also agree that, “There has been a very short timescale for consultation. Local Authorities will have had insufficient time to be able to put in place mechanisms to gauge the views and opinions of tenants in their areas to give a fully informed response.”
As such, we write to you requesting that representatives of CRF sponsored by CHP Housing Association be invited to consult with Chelmsford Borough Council when the time to start developing CBC’s local strategic tenancy policy arises.

We also request that our representatives be consulted when the policy is reviewed from time to time.
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
